Current balance of $3,421.87 

Reviewing other options for CD’s plan or having a savings account will help us make more 

money.  

Currently, 35 schools have paid dues.

Parliamentarian, Joseph Bassett, Blinn College Brazos moved 

to table the 2010 Convention schedule until Vice President and Host Schools get together 



after APCA to finalize the schedule details. Vice President, Amanda Ashley, Navarro College 

seconded.

VII. New Business- 

a. Conference Packet- The board proposed to leave space on the conference packets for schools 

and business to advertise. State Advisor Elect, Tara Webb will get in touch with different 

colleges to offer them the opportunity to advertise.  The conference packet pages will be 

organized as case files. On the back of the conference packet, a stamp that says “case closed” 

will be included. The board will try to get bags donated to put the conference packet and some 

goodies inside. State Advisor, Arvis Jones and Heather Atchley will ship goodies to include in the 

conference packet bags. The bags are to include the conference packet, T-shirts, nametags, and 

goodies such as tampons, spray deodorant, and toothpaste.
